
FlexLM Installation in Linux 

 

1. Get the licensing package from the Silvaco website. 

2. Install the licensing package. 

3. Open a terminal and navigate to the /bin folder in the installation directory. 

 

4. Get the Host ID. 

 Run ./lmhostid  to obtain the Host ID. For example: 

 

5. Send the Host ID to your sales representative. 

  Once the license file arrives, continue. 

6. Edit the license file. 

Open an editor, for example Gnome Editor (gedit) or vi/vim, and change the hostname to the 
machine name. 

In the second line insert the daemon vendor path. For example: 

 

7. Navigate to the InstallDirectory/bin and Start FlexLM service in the terminal window. 

<InstallDirectory/bin>./lmgrd -c <InstallDirectory>/license.lic -l <flexlm.log>

Environment Settings. 

8. Open a Terminal. 

9. Set the environment variables. 

Add environment variables:  

LM_LICENSE_FILE with license file path, and SFLM_FLEXLM with “1”. For example: 

export LM_LICENSE_FILE=27000@license_server_name (or full license path)  

export SFLM_FLEXLM=1 

10. Check the license server status. It should show license features available. 

<InstallDirectory/bin>./lmstat -a 

 



FlexLM Installation in Windows 

 

1. Get the licensing package from the Silvaco website. 

2. Install the licensing package. 

3. Open Command Prompt and navigate to the \exe folder in the installation directory. 

 

4. Get the Host ID. 

Run .\lmhostid to obtain the Host ID. For example: 

 

5. Send the Host ID to your sales representative. 

  Once the license file arrives, continue. 

6. Edit the license file. 

Open an editor such as Notepad and change hostname to the machine name. 

In the second line insert the daemon vendor path. For example: 

 

7. Start FlexLM Service in PowerShell or Command Prompt. 

<InstallDirectory\exe>.\lmgrd -c <InstallDirectory>\license.lic -l <flexlm.log>

8. Open PowerShell or Command Prompt. 

9. Set the environment variables by using the setx command or in the System 
Properties=>Environment Variables settings.  

Add environment variables: 

LM_LICENSE_FILE with license file path, and SFLM_FLEXLM with “1”. For example: 

setx LM_LICENSE_FILE 27000@license_server (or full license path) 

setx SFLM_FLEXLM 1 

10. Check the license server status. It should show license features available.
